By Road: Nairobi Animal 
Orphanage is located about 8km 
from the Nairobi Central 
Business District and easily 
accessible from Nyayo National 
Stadium through to Lang’ata 
Road slightly past the Langata 
Army Barracks.

The facility allows walking and therefore, vehicle entry charges do not 
apply.
